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Total depravity:  
And you … were dead in trespasses and sins … fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature 

children of wrath. (Eph 2:1-3) 
Unconditional Election:  
He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before Him in 

love, having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will. 
(Eph 1:4-5) 
Limited Atonement:  
He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out … I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for 

the sheep. (Jn 10:3,) 
Irresistible Grace (effectual calling):  
For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. (Rm 8:14) 
Final perseverance: 
He who believes in the Son has everlasting life. (Jn 3:36)
