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Salvation decreed in 
eternity 

Salvation applied in time. 
By Christ’s blood and 

resurrection. 

Salvation preserved Salvation consummated 
and revealed 

Election v2 

By the foreknowledge (to 
be known and loved 

beforehand) of God and 
the sanctification 

(separating out) of the 

Spirit. 

Sprinkling of the blood of 
Jesus. V2 

Begotten again through the 

resurrection of Jesus. V3 

The purpose: obedience. V2 
Actions: 

Rejoice in Christ; love Christ. 
V8 

Salvation of the soul. V9 [I.e. 
putting on new nature; the 

end of faith.] 

The living hope. V3 Objective in us 
Inheritance undefiled and 

received in heaven (not fully 
received now!). 

Salvation revealed in the ‘Last 

time’. V4 

Objective for God 
Genuine faith results in 

praise, honour and glory at 

the revelation of Christ. V7 

Kept by the power of God through faith (which is tested) for salvation 
through various trials. 

Experience of grace and truth multiplied. Verse 2 & 5.
